OF LOVE FOR A CHILD (13:24, 19:18, 22:6, 22:15, 23:13-14, 29:15, 29:17).  

III. THE SHAME OF MISTREATING PARENTS (19:26, 20:20, 23:22, 28:24). 

IV. THE JOYFUL PRIDE IN A LONG LINE OF OFFSPRING AND 
ANCESTORS (17:6, 20:7).
